	Brief description of facility/site:
	Camp Kanaka is situated on 5.7 acres in a quiet picturesque rural setting in Maple Ridge.  Amenities include a large playing field, archery, an environment pond, an outdoor chapel and nature trails close by. The Naka Naka Naka site accommodates 50 people. There are 10 canvas ridgepole tents on wooden platforms. Each tent site has its own picnic table and fire pit. There is an enclosed shelter - the Macey Shelter - with a full kitchen, gas fireplace and picnic tables.  There is also a washroom building near to the site with flush toilets and running water.
